a) Consecration =Normally Used of Ordination of Priests = Idea Of Setting Apart To Service of God
b) Here David Gives General Call To Whole Assembly—Church =For Self-Consecration To God & Purposes
7) Ties Consecration of Selves to God =Willing Offering of Material Resources To Service of God’s Kingdom
a) Martin Selman—“Here the lack of distinction between one’s self-offering and the offering of material things is very striking.” = Giving of Ones Self To God = Involves All of Who We Are = All That We Have

Fourth, A Joyful & Whole Heart (9)
1) Love Strong Images God Gives Us In (9) = Willing—Whole-Hearted—Free = Offering To LORD
a) Result = People Rejoiced—David Rejoiced Greatly = Joy & Celebration = Not Celebrating = How Much
b) Celebrating What God Did In Hearts of People = Generosity of Hearts Consecrated to God & Purposes
c) Martin Selman—“Such sacrificial generosity arose from a ‘whole heart’ and because the giving was directed to the Lord and not just to a project.” = Willing—Whole-Hearted—Free = Offering To LORD
2) Let Me Pause = Bec/ Want To Speak Word of Freedom To Some of You = May Be Struggling What Saying
a) Some In Our HPC Family = Whose Hearts May Be All In = But Not Able To Participate Way Want
b) That’s Ok = Leadership Understands & Respects That = Not Give What Do Not Have = So Be Free

a) All that is in the heavens & in the earth is yours—Yours is the kingdom—You exalted as head above all

a) Spurgeon—"David acknowledges that Israel is entirely dependent upon Jehovah for the means of rendering Him acceptable service” = God Not Thank Us For Our Giving = We Thank Him For Allowing Us
b) Rom. 7:4—“My brothers, you also have died to the law through the body of Christ, so that you may belong to another, to him who has been raised from the dead, in order that we may bear fruit for God.
4) (13) Gratitude & Praise To Glorious Name of Yahweh = For His Faithfulness & Generosity = Saving A People

Finally, A Generous & Grateful Heart (14-17)
