BIBLE TRACK: Ruth, 1st and 2nd Samuel Moving along in the history
of God's people in the promised land, we left off with Judges 21:25,
"In those days there was no king in Israel.

From there, God reveals His covenant
faithfulness through Ruth (an outsider) Boaz (a humble farmer), and
then Samuel, a (gifted prophet).
